“Sex Offender Charged in Probation Violation”

SHELTON — A convicted sex offender who tried to get teens to pose for pictures and get into his vehicle at a
city park in 2006 has been charged with violating his probation.

Brian Corringham, 54, of Elmcrest Terrace, Norwalk, was sentenced in January 2008 in Superior Court in Derby
to three years of probation, with up to five years in prison hanging over him if he violated the conditions put on
him.

That sentence stemmed from his conviction for risk of injury to a minor for the incident in Shelton in August
2006.

The probation office obtained a warrant for his arrest, alleging that he didn’'t meet those conditions.

According to the warrant, Corringham had been ordered not to possess any sexually stimulating materials, and
was restricted from frequenting any parks or places used by children under age 16.

Corringham had been ordered to undergo sex offender evaluation and treatment.

According to an arrest warrant affidavit, Corringham was referred to treatment for problem sexual behaviors in
February 2008.

A probation officer installed monitoring software on his home computer.

In January 2009, an audit of Corringham’s computer showed a picture of two young males standing partially
nude in an inflatable pool, and that Corringham had recently accessed a gay Web site, according to the warrant.

Corringham’s computer was seized for an analysis, which showed 1,650 image files of adult pornography and
14 video files of adult porn, the warrant shows.

Corringham underwent a polygraph examination and admitted to having sexual acts in public, specifically in a
car in a park, according to the warrant.

He also allegedly admitted to viewing nude videos on the Internet.
The search engine had been used to find “free gay porn,” the warrant claims.

In May, probation received notification that Corringham had been discharged from treatment, for “not embracing
treatment fully” and because of the images found on his PC.

Corringham posted $50,000 bail for the violation of probation charge, and he is due to appear in Superior Court
in Derby June 9.
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Polygraph Periodicals (cont)

In 2006, police said they seized evidence such as lewd photographs of minors and a camera after they executed
a search warrant at his home, then in Shelton on Heather Ridge.

Police had received a complaint from a 15-year-old male, who said he had been at Indian Well State Park in
August 2006 with some friends, ages 14 through 16, when Corringham approached them and offered them
money to jump into the water while he took their pictures.

Swimming is prohibited at that location, according to police. Corringham allegedly touched the 15-year-old on
the stomach and told him he “had a nice six-pack.”

Corringham gave a business card with his name and phone number to the 15-year-old, and offered money to
take pictures of him, police said at the time.

He also allegedly followed the teens to Route 110 and offered them a ride, which they refused.

Police did a background check on Corringham, and discovered he had previous convictions for forcibly
kidnapping and assaulting young males in New York during the late 1970s and early 1980s, police said.

In one of the New York cases, Corringham was convicted of kidnapping a 15-year-old at gunpoint and then
molesting him, court documents show.

Corringham’s attorney, Frederick Paoletti of Bridgeport, could not be reached for comment Tuesday.

The AmeriCorps*VISTA Flood Recovery Program
through Community Corrections Improvement Association is working in many capacities to meet the
needs of these displaced residents. The bulk of our effort is to coordinate volunteers that come to the
area to rebuild flood-affected homes and then work directly with these groups to ensure they have a
fulfilling and productive service project. In addition to rebuilding homes, we provide volunteer tax
assistance to low-income residents, coordinate financial education, work with the public health
department to address the health affects of the flood, along with many other projects to help flood-
affected families get back on their feet.

With the generous support of people like you, we will be able to continue to help many families to
not only get back into their homes, but to work toward a brighter future with projects designed to
meet the recovery needs of Cedar Rapids and the surrounding area.
